Resolution No. 2014-80 Public Improvement and Special Assessment Agreements 

Approve Resolution No. 2014-80 authorizing Mayor and City Manager to approve attached Public 

Improvement and Special Assessment Agreements for sanitary sewer and water services for the 2014 

Neighborhood Roadway Reconstruction areas.   

Information / Background: 

For the 2014 Neighborhood Roadway Reconstruction areas, residents were encouraged to upgrade their 

sanitary sewer service line from the mainline to the right-of-way line, as well as their water service line.  

Some property owners have upgraded their service lines and requested that the extra cost be added to 

their special assessment. The attached signed agreements and resolution allow us to add the cost 

immediately as pending assessments. The final total special assessments will not be known until late 2015.
