1 Will any streets be widened?
In general, the city is looking at narrowing the streets. There may be instances where they are widened if 
they don't meet City standard widths. 

2 Will water pressure increase after reconstruction?
It depends. The water pressure in Morningside is likey to increase since the City has seen deposits in the 
water main pipe. White Oaks is unlikely to increase, but it is hard to predict for sure. 

3 Any plans for addressing speeds on Sunnyside Road?
Yes ‐ We are hearing your concerns and the input you are providing tonight. We will review and then 
schedule another meeting in September that attempts to address the concerns and input. 

4
Is the home connection cost for water service work paid by the 
resident?

Yes. The City will pay for the cost to reconstruct the main pipe in the street and the service pipe up to and 
including the shut‐off valve or curb stop box in the boulevard.

5 What previous meeting is being referred to?
February 2015 street improvement meeting that included a discussion about stormwater and wetlands near 
this neighborhood. 

6
St. Louis Park residents worked to get private utilities buried. Can we 
do that here?

Yes, but at your own cost. The City doesn't have the budget nor do the private utilities to bury all of the 
existing infrastructure that is currently overhead. 

7 What was the date of the traffic counts?
The City has taken several separate traffic counts in the neighborhood over the years and it varies depending 
on the street. All of the counts will be included in the study that staff and the consultant are developing.

8 Were bikes included in the traffic counts? Yes, bike counts have been completed as well.

9 Can we add bike lanes to Sunnyside Road?
No as it is not identified as a bicycle corridor in the City's planning documents. 44th Street has dedicated 
bicycle facilities.

Are you planning to reconfigure the intersection of Grimes Ave and 
Sunnyside Roadd? It is very unsafe for pedestrians to cross especially 
when cars traveling westbound on Sunnyside Road turn north onto 
Grimes Ave. 

No, not yet. We are collecting input from you. We can definitely look into this and get back to you at the next 
neighborhood meeting.

11
Will parking remain only on the north side of Sunnyside Road like it is 
today?

Yes. There are no plans to change the current parking configuration on Sunnyside Road.

12 Have you considered traffic circles to help slow drivers down?
No, not yet. We are collecting input from you. We can definitely look into this and get back to you at the next 
neighborhood meeting.

13
Why don't you install stop signs at Grimes Avenue and Curve Avenue 
intersections with Sunnyside Road?

There is a set of warrants that must be met to install stop signs in the City. As of now, these intersections 
don't meet those warrants.

14 How will you address traffic speeds on Curve Avenue?
We are collecting input from you. We can definitely look into this and get back to you at the next 
neighborhood meeting.

Why not recommend tree trenches and pervious pavers to the 
Council?

There are cost considerations and staff needs to balance what the City typically does versus going above 
and beyond.

2 Why is perforated pipe not recommended? Perforated pipe is not recommended at this time because the cost/benefit is not sufficent. 

3
Where are the locations of the tree trenches, pervious pavers, and 
perforated pipe?

Tree trenches are located throughout Grimes Avenue, Sunnyside Road, and Curve Ave, the pervious pavers 
are on Townes Circle, and the perforated pipe is located near the intersection of Grimes Avenue and 
Sunnyside Road. 

4 What are the maintenance costs on tree trenches? There is very little cost to maintain tree trenches.

5 What will happen to existing trees in the boulevard areas? The existing trees will be left in place and protected during construction to the maximum extent possible. 

6 How will snow plowing work on the pervious paver system?
They are paved like any other street, data shows that there is less ice build up on pervious pavers because 
the water can drain through the street.

7 Will there be sand in between the pervious pavers? No, the pervious pavers use a course aggregate that is placed below the pavers. 

8
Will the residents on Townes Circle be assessed for the mainenance 
of the pervious pavers?

No, the maintenance costs come out of the street maintenance fund. 

9
Why not install pervious pavers all the way to Townes Road for 
aesthetics?

We will look at this but there is concern with the steeper profile grade of the road here.

10
What percentage of the assessment is defered for people over 65 
years old?

Please feel free to contact the City's assessment department. 

11 Can we apply for state funding for Sunnyside Road?
We are not able to do this because Sunnyside Road does not meet the state's criteria to qualifiy for 
funding.

12 Will the curb bump outs use the white delineators like on Xerxes? No, but there is a possibility to use small yellow delineators similar to Tracy Avenue.
13 Will the bikes have to use the car lanes? Yes, bikes will have to take their space in road. 
14 Were stop signs considered at the intersections? No, historically drivers roll through the stop signs or speed up to make up the difference. 
15 Will there be a crosswalk at Grimes Avenue and Sunnyside Road? We will look at warrants in the final study.
16 Can we get a crosswalk at West 45th Street and Grimes Avenue? We will look at warrants in the final study.

17 Do warrants consider children differently than adults?
No, every person is counted the same. If you feel strongly about this request, write to Council and we will 
include it in the final study. 

18 Do you coordinate with the shool district? Yes, we send them a draft study to review and provide input.  

19 Will the pedestrian counts be affected by the weather?
There are previous data to look at as well as new counts that we have. We can always count again after 
construction and install a crosswalk if warrants are met at that time. 

20 How do you count the pedestrians? Video cameras are used and staff counts pedestrians off of the video.
21 Does the pedestrian count people who avoid the intersection? No, the camera only records the intersection.

22 Why is there a large range in the preliminary assessment costs?
The final scope of the project is not defined yet, and we consider ecomomic factors such as changing oil 
prices and construction industry trends. We don't want to surprise you with a higher cost when the project 
is finished than what was estimated during the preliminary stages.

No, there are smaller streets in town that work well in the winter.

26 Where will we park on Sunnyside Road during construction?
We haven't looked at this yet, but parking is allowed on streets under construction after the construction 
work day is finished.

No, you and your neighbors can work directly with the private utility companies. This would be at your 
own cost.

Can we get Xcel to bury power lines as part of their franchise fee 
agreement with City Council?

Chances are slim that this would work.

29 What will the impacts be to the traffic speeds and volumes? Speeds will likely decrease, and volumes will depend on driver behavior. 
30 Is there crash data on Sunnyside Road? Yes, it will be included in the engineering study.
31 Does more traffic account for more wear on the road? It is more a function of the types of vehicles, such as fully loaded garbage trucks.

What happens if a rain garden is constructed and then the property is 
sold and the new owner fills it in?

The rain garden will be on private property and the owners can do what they want.

33 Why is the road being narrowed from 29' to 27'?
Future maintenance costs will be lower, assessement costs are lower, less impervious area for storm water 
runnoff reduction, and wider roads are more inviting to traffic.

Has the city looked at prohibiting left turns onto Browndale from 50th 
Street?

Thank you for the presentation and update about the street project in and around my home at 4064 

Sunnyside Rd, Edina. 

I was the resident that suggested a trial of the bump-outs proposed to narrow the street at the corner of 

Grimes and Sunnyside Rd. Another suggestion that came up while speaking with residents in the back of 

the room was a trial of stop signs at this same corner and losing the stop signs at Arden. 

It seems to me that there is a speed to a proposal (without considering alternatives and the testing of 

the proposal) that will impact the needs, wants or desires of the residents and ultimately the quality of 

life that we have enjoyed and moved to the area for. I would hope that the phrase "we can't do that 

because 	"would be replaced with "let's try that as a solution and see what impact it can make." 

While I have only attended the one meeting last night, from my observation the sentiment in the room 

last night was that not many of the neighbors are on board with your proposal of bump-outs and 

narrowing the roadways. I spoke with many of the residents that attended last night and for those of us 

on Sunnyside, Curve and Grimes none were in favor of narrowing the road from its current widths to 27 

feet. It is an un-necessary cost to the residents to narrow the roadways. Your argument was the cost to 

maintain the extra 2 —4 feet of street. In my opinion, it is a weak argument and without a lot of merit. 

May I suggest if the City is concerned with maintaining an extra 2-3 feet of road, they pay to have the 

street narrowed or use the pavers money. If it were so important to narrow the roadways there are 

many more roads within Country Club that are wider than Sunnyside and Grimes. It seems to me that 

the overriding factor might be the City's desire to reduce pavement (per your Associate at the meeting 

last night) rather than the practicality and impact of the idea let alone imposing the cost on residents. 

Ultimately, because Sunnyside is a road into a major neighborhood (in all directions west, north and 

south of it) and with the commercial at the end of the street, it is going to be a well-traveled road in 

either direction just do to the amount of residents that reside in the area. Do you know from your 

traffic counts how many are actual residents are traveling to the coffee shop in the morning, then

r---  traveling to the dry cleaners in the afternoon and then running to the Co-OP at dinner time, making 

three trips back and forth along Sunnyside? Narrowing it would only create more congestion in 

conjunction with the parking and prolific biking that occurs along this road, while it may slow traffic, it 

may not change the pattern of traffic. Not to mention the build-up from snowplowing on a narrow 

street in the winter. Does the City intend on removing snow from the boulevards when it piles up so 

much and spills over the boulevard into my sidewalk after I had it was shoveled or you cannot see 

properly to pull out of the driveway? 

The proposed changes you indicated are heavily reliant on traffic counts and the residents' complaints 

that traffic was too fast on Sunnyside. When asked about accident or other data, you could not speak to 

it. I have lived on Sunnyside nearly 30 years, and have never seen or heard of a car accident or an 

accident involving a child or biker on the street. While there is an occasional driver that may go too fast, 

couldn't a posted sign at 25 miles an hour (even if it is a temporary trial) have an impact to slow down 

traffic? Couldn't we try that? 

I understand the pipes are to be replaced. However, I would assert this project be delayed until the 

right solution (s) could be researched properly and come to without a push to get the project done 

within the proscribed time frame. 

Since assessments are proposed at a range of approximately $9-12,000, I would hope that the City 

Engineers do not propose costs that could be avoided with a little more thought and consideration as to 

the needs, wants and practicality of the residents that live there rather than based on traffic counts that 

only tell a minimal part of the story. I for one, do not want to pay for something I think is not logical 

and un-necessary and lacks the voice and vote of the neighborhood. I do not support street pavers, 

narrowing the roadways or the bump-outs. I think there are other alternatives that need to be tried 

first, before such big impacts are considered. 

The proposal that you are considering making to the Edina City Council is a hope that it changes the 

direction of the traffic to 44th, but remains unproven. Proper study would need to be done to see if the 

proposal would ultimately (or other suggestions) be of any impact. I would think at a bare minimum, 

trials of the bump-outs or stop signs at the corner of Sunnyside and Grimes and the posting of a 25 mile 

an hour sign along Sunnyside would give you better data to determine and prove results.

My household was unable to attend tonight's project meeting. Our neighbors were kind enough to share 
details on the proposal with us, and we wanted to provide feedback. I was disappointed to learn that 
the proposal did not include adding additional stop signs and crosswalks at Curve and Grimes. These 
intersections are the most problematic for crossings as a pedestrian, and the lack of a stop sign 
between Arden and France is what allows cars to speed between these two intersections. The proposal 
to narrow the streets will exacerbate an already problematic situation with street parking and 
traffic flow. As it is now, traffic is impeded with cars parking on one side of Sunnyside and more so
 with parking allowed on both sides of Grimes. Narrowing the streets will lead to more traffic 
problems and a dangerous situation for people exiting their cars, as well as for the bicyclists using
 the streets.

I really think the project should have crosswalks on 
Sunnyside. I just don't buy the cross-count explanation for not putting crosswalks on Sunnyside at 
Curve and Grimes. I drove down Bridge Street tonight from Moorland to Arden and there is a crosswalk 
at every single intersection. There is no way Bridge gets more traffic than Sunnyside. In fact, I 
encountered no cars on all of Bridge Street.

It seems like this might be a possibility for the south side of Sunnyside, since parking is allowed 
only on the north side presently.  The shifts in pavement could occur in areas not opposiste a 
driveway opening to allow for cars backing out.

This periodic narrowing would likely have the effect of slowing traffic in both directions, since 
westbound cars would still have to navigate parked cars on the north side of the street.

Thank you for walking through the proposed plans for Sunnyside and Curve Avenue 
tonight.
There was a group of us who spoke at length after the meeting with Toby, who was 
very attentive and seemed to understand our concerns.  We talked about alternate 
ways to slow traffic and given the fact that we live on the street and know it’s 
patterns we implore you to reconsider the recommended plan to be presented to the 
City council in December.  
The solution is simple.  Cross walks and stop signs.
-We need stop sighs WITH crosswalks at Curve Ave and Grimes Ave. (remove the 
stop sign at Arden)  
-Crosswalk at 45th on Grimes would also slow traffic and allow kids to cross to 
Kojetin Park.
-the cross walks could be made with the perveous pavers that will help with drainage 
while creating a different sensation under tires to remind people there is a cross walk
 there
- given the amount of consistent bike traffic on Sunnyside, they should keep the 
street the same width (29’) but add the green “share the road” arrows which is 
effective is slowing traffic
- to slow traffic on Curve, the two bump outs proposed could still make sense but not
 with the entire street narrowed
I understand studies have claimed stop signs are not always effective.  I believe that 
in combination with cross walks, it makes a difference. We urge you to set up an 
immediate test of stop signs (with crosswalks if possible) at Curve Ave and 
Grimes Ave.  This would allow at least a couple of months of study prior to snow 
falling and final decisions being made about the project.

Concerns about the current plan:
-At 29’, it is already difficult to have cars on one side and traffic going both directions.
  We purposely park cars on the street to slow traffic but risk life and limb getting in 
and out of them.  
- Curve has parking on both sides and at 29’ there are already issues of buses getting
 through the street in the winter. At 27’ (and 20” in the middle of the street) it will be
 impassable.
-the bump outs that are proposed will take up a considerable amount of valuable 
parking spots as we lose the spots where the bump outs are but we also loose 2-4 
spots on either side of the bumps outs. With parking on only    one side of 
Sunnyside, we will be losing far too many spaces.
- the proposed narrowing of the street and adding bump puts is expected to reduce 
speed by 1-2 mph. Hardly seems worth it.

Do NOT narrow the roads.
add stop signs AND cross walks at Curve and Grimes on Sunnyside
add crosswalk at 45th and Grimes
add bump outs on Curve but don’t narrow the street
add "share the road" messaging to Sunnyside road which is a clear thoroughfare to 
Lake Harriet
Start with a test of temporary stop signs at Curve and Grimes immediately

I hope you would agree that Morningside (Grimes, Curve and Sunnyside 
specifically) are different than most Edina neighborhood streets. Sunnyside is no 
different than 44th in the speed and density of traffic.

The attached is in follow up to the question last night about whether there is a minimum road width 
standard for fire trucks. It was downloaded from

The attached is focused on a stationary fire truck.

Emergency response times are also impacted by horizontal traffic calming measures that slow traffic, as 
explained in this report downloaded from 
http://nacto.org/docs/usdg/traffic_calming_programs_and_emergency_response_bunte.pdf

Emergency response times were not discussed. If traffic calming is intended to slow traffic and cause 
confrontations with oncoming vehicles that are frustrating and inconvenient enough to encourage 
motorists to choose other routes then most certainly it will also impact emergency response.

The traffic calming table in the Morningside A feasibility report fails to mention the potential impacts on 
emergency response times. 

Two issues—the potential impacts on emergency response times and the potential to divert traffic onto 
other streets—require a larger conversation.

It isn’t only about the project area. It’s about how the project impacts the larger area, and the precedent 
that this project may set.

Sunnyside does have too much traffic for a local street—but the proposed volume control measures are 
likely not going to displace 2,000 trips or even 1,000 trips. There will still be too much traffic for a local 
street. Perhaps Sunnyside should be reclassified as a collector and put on the MSA list. 



If the proposed volume control measures do end up displacing 2,000 or 1,000 or even 500 trips per day, 
that will have an impact on other streets. The people on those streets have a right to be informed and to 
have a voice in this decision. The displacement of trips will also likely affect the businesses, which 
deserve to be told “We’re going to make it a little more difficult or frustrating for your customers to get to 
you.”

It is possible to slow traffic, improve the area for pedestrians, and manage storm water without going to 
the extreme of greatly inconveniencing motorists. The needs of bicyclists were not addressed.

Living streets is about balancing multiple interests. It’s about building community, not pitting one street or 
neighborhood against another.

Hi, Chad, My wife and I measured Sunnyside Road in front of our house at 4058 
and from curb face to curb face it measures 27'10".   Everyone has been saying 
it's 27' across, but I hope it can be expanded to 28', since the Living 
Streets guide for local connector streets is a width ranging between 24' and 
30' and since traffic flow on Sunnyside is near the top end for local 
connector streets, I think the width should stay in the 28' range, which can 
be done without any tree damage.

This email is to follow up the meeting that was held on September 21 that 
presented proposed street improvements.  We have lived on Curve Avenue for 25 
years and raised three children on this street and do not see the need to 
narrow the street or add bump outs to slow traffic.

This street has sidewalks on both sides and is only one block long, so traffic 
can rarely go over the speed limit.  We do not see trying to slow traffic on 
Curve as a problem.  Sunnyside is where traffic can go extremely fast and if 
the City really cared about slowing speed, then a stop sign should be put at 
the corner of Sunnyside and Curve Avenue.

The bump outs and narrowing the street will create additional problems.
1.  Parking will be limited
2.  During the winter, snow builds up and narrows the street by 3-6 feet 
depending on the winter, with a bump out it would make it a one lane street, 
this is a definite safety problem
3.  Snow plow drivers will need to plow around the bump outs, making their job 
more difficult
4.  Narrowing the street and adding bump outs will make it more difficult for 
school buses and garbage trucks

Some streets in your neighborhood are on a list of roadway reconstruction and utility improvement projects being 
considered by the City of Edina for the summer of 2016. See the attached map identifying your project area.  
 

Please save the date of Monday, July 27 to attend an informational meeting from 6 to 8 p.m. to learn about how 
projects are funded, a typical construction timeline, how you will be impacted and how you can prepare. A meeting 
reminder will be mailed to you approximately two weeks prior.  
 

Recently, you completed the Multi-Modal Traffic Survey which will help us to design roadways to safely accommodate all 
users. The enclosed survey focuses more on utilities such as storm sewer, irrigation, etc. Please read the instructions, fill 
out the questionnaire and return it to us in the enclosed envelope by June 19. Your responses will help us design the 
project. Components of a project vary and are based on both the condition of the infrastructure and questionnaire 
responses. 

Residents pay a portion of the overall project cost in the form of a special assessment. The estimated special assessment 
for your neighborhood will not be determined until information is gathered from the questionnaires and a preliminary 
engineering report is completed this fall. You will not be billed for the special assessment until fall 2017. The special 
assessment is payable over 15 years.  

The special assessment is for the cost of the new roadway.  If the neighborhood feels the street lighting needs are not 
being met and improvements are needed, the costs would also be a special assessment. Sidewalks are funded through the 
Pedestrian and Cyclist Safety Fund and thus are not assessed to property owners. Other utility upgrades such as water 
main, sanitary sewer, storm sewer and concrete curb and gutter are funded through the utility fund and are not assessed 
to property owners.  

After we review questionnaire responses, we will continue the project planning process. We will present the preliminary 
engineering report at the public hearing in December. Construction will begin in spring/early summer and end in late fall 
of 2016.

Thank you for your time. Your responses to the attached questionnaire will help us design your neighborhood’s project. 
Here is background information that will aid you in filling out the questionnaire. Each numeral relates to the corresponding 
survey question. 
 

I.  Drainage Service Connection 
A typical sump pump discharges onto a homeowner’s lawn. There are several sump pump drainage issues to look for. First, 
if your lawn drains back to your house, sump pump discharges can cause problems with your lawn, your neighbor’s lawn or 
your basement. If the sump pump discharge runs down the gutter line, it can promote algae growth in the street. Finally, 
discharging the sump pump into the sanitary sewer system using floor drains or laundry tubs is against the law, both by City 
Ordinance and State Statute.   

To prevent the issues mentioned above, your street reconstruction project could include a City sump drain system along 
the roadway to collect groundwater, storm water runoff, and discharges from private sump pumps, roof drains or any other 
runoff from private property. If the topography and final street designs favor a sump drain system, you could connect to it. 
That is why survey questions I.C. and I.D. ask about your sump pump preferences. Keep in mind that installation of the pipe 
from your house to the City sump drain system would be your responsibility, including plumbing modifications connection. 
However, the City sump drain system is funded through the storm sewer utility fund. 
 

II. Local Drainage Problems 
As part of the storm sewer and sump drain design process, we would like to know if storm water run-off stands in the 
street or sidewalk in front of your house. If this or similar situations are occurring in your area, please describe it in this 
section of the questionnaire. We will review for possible corrective action. 
 

III. Private Underground Utilities  
It is very important that you fill out this section. Some residents install private underground utilities in the roadway right-of-
way (the area from the edge of the roadway to your property line). The most common private utilities include lawn 
irrigation and pet containment systems. Utility and roadway reconstruction can damage these utilities. If they are damaged 
during the street reconstruction project, they will be repaired. However, if the contractor knows the location of these 
private utilities, crews can attempt to avoid damaging them during construction. 
 

IV. Residential Streetlights 
As part of all reconstruction projects, staff typically asks residents for their input on neighborhood streetlight systems. Staff 
is trying to understand if the neighborhood favors upgrading the streetlight system or if the existing streetlight system meets 
the needs of the neighborhood. Upgrades include the style or number of lights. Please keep in mind that costs associated 
with improving the streetlight system would be a special assessment.  These costs would be determined after the extent of 
the improvements is understood.  
 

V. Email Updates  
One of the primary tools for communicating with you during construction is the City Extra email notification service. The 
City Extra service is free and allows you to sign up to receive email messages from the City regarding this project.  

By signing up for City Extra email notification service, you will receive weekly project updates during construction. The 
updates will include information such as when access to your driveway might be limited, when your water may be shut off 
for water main replacement and when to have your contractor repair your irrigation system if it was damaged during 
construction.  

You will be notified at a later date when to sign up for City Extra email updates.

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TRAFFIC SAFETY COMMITTEE REPORT 
 

Tuesday, October 8, 2013 
 
 
The Traffic Safety Committee (TSC) review of traffic safety matters occurred on October 8. The Director of 
Engineering, Public Works Director, Transportation Planner, Police Traffic Supervisor and Sign Coordinator were 
in attendance for this meeting.  
 
From these reviews, the recommendations below are provided. On each of the items, persons involved have been 
contacted and staff recommendation has been discussed with them. They were  informed that  if they disagree 
with  the  recommendation or have additional  facts  to present,  they can be  included on  the October 24 Edina 
Transportation Commission and the November 19 City Council agenda. 
 
 
SECTION A: 
Requests on which the Committee recommends approval: 
 
A1.  Request for peak‐hour parking restrictions at 

W 56th Street and Doncaster Way.  
 

This request comes from a resident who lives 
in the area and whose children attend 
Highlands School. Requestor states that the 
curve at the intersection of W 56th Street and 
Doncaster Way is very congested during 
school pick‐up and drop‐off hours, because 
parking is allowed on both sides of the 
roadway and there is a great deal of school 
bus and vehicle traffic during those times.

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SECTION B: 
Requests on which the Committee recommends denial:  
 
B1.  Request for a painted crosswalk at the intersection of Grimes Avenue and 45th Street West.  

 
This request is from a resident who lives at 
the intersection. The requestor states that it is 
difficult and unsafe for pedestrians to cross 
Grimes Avenue at 45th Street, noting that 
“four or five” school buses stop there. 
Requestor would like to see a marked 
crosswalk at the intersection across Grimes 
Avenue to increase the safety of pedestrians 
in the area.  
 
There is no relevant history of traffic requests 
in this area. There are no reported crashes at 
this intersection. A map and photos are 
provided below. 

 
The criterion for placement of crosswalks and type of control is outlined within the City of Edina Local 
Traffic Control list. It states:  
 
 
Marked Pedestrian Crosswalk 

 Marked crosswalks are placed at 
locations that are unusually hazardous 
or at locations not readily apparent as 
having pedestrian movement.  

 Marked crosswalks will only be placed in 
an area that has in excess of 20 
pedestrians crossing for a minimum of 
two hours during any eight hour period. 

 Marking for crosswalks will be 
established by measuring the “Vehicle 
Gap Time”. This is the total number of 
gaps between vehicular traffic recorded 
during the average five minute period in 
the peak hour. Criteria for markings are:  

 More than five gaps – pavement marking and signage only. 

 Four to five gaps – add activated pedestal mounted flasher. 

 Less than three gaps – add activated overhead mounted flasher

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Counts of pedestrians were taken at the intersection. A maximum total of 15 pedestrians were recorded 
crossing Grimes Ave at the intersection within a two‐hour period. This is below the warrants for placing a 
crosswalk.  

 
Staff recommends denial of request for painted pedestrian crosswalk. 
 
 

B2.  Request for parking restrictions at the end of 53rd Street West.  
 

This request comes from a resident who lives on 53rd Street West. The resident previously submitted a 
request for parking restrictions in front of his residence (see Traffic Safety Committee Report dated 
9/4/13). As a result, two no parking signs were placed in front of the residence (on the north side of W 
53rd St). 
 
Requestor now states that vehicles continue 
to turn around in the driveway and block the 
driveway. Requestor also states that vehicles 
park on the south side of W 53rd St (both in 
the street and on the grass) and it is difficult 
to pull out of his driveway as a result. 
Additionally, construction and maintenance 
vehicles park in that location in the overnight 
hours, resulting in vehicle noise. Requestor 
would like to see parking restrictions on the 
south side of W 53rd St, west of Grandview Ln. 
A map and picture are provided below.  

 
Staff recommends denial of request for 
parking restrictions. 
 

 
 
 
SECTION C: 
Requests that are deferred to a later date: 
 
 
C1.  Request for a painted crosswalk at the 

intersection of Xerxes Avenue South and 54th 
Street West.

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Appendix A: Stop Sign Warrants (MNMUTCD) 

When it is determined that a full stop is always required on an approach to an intersection a STOP 
(R1‐1) sign shall be used. … 

At intersections where a full stop is not necessary at all times, consideration should first be given 
to using less restrictive measures such as YIELD signs. 

The  use  of  STOP  signs  on  the minor‐street  approaches  should  be  considered  if  engineering 
judgment indicates that a stop is always required because of one or more of the following conditions: 

A. The vehicular traffic volumes on the through street or highway exceed 6,000 vehicles per 
day; 

B. A restricted view exists that requires road users to stop in order to adequately observe 
conflicting traffic on the through street or highway. 

C. Crash records indicate that three or more crashes that are susceptible to correction with 
the installation of a STOP sign have been reported within a 12‐month period, or that five 
or more such crashes have been reported within a 2‐year period. Such crashes  include 
right‐angle collisions involving road users from the minor street failing to yield the right‐
of‐way to traffic on the through street or highway.  

Additional warrants from the city of Edina list that: 

1. If an intersection experiences five (5) or more right angle accidents in a three (3) year period, stop 
signs should be considered. 

2. If the presence of a sight obstruction is contributing to accidents at an intersection, removal of the 
sight obstruction should be sought before considering a stop sign. 

3. If the 85th percentile speed on any leg of an intersection is more than five (5) MPH over the posted 
speed limit, a stop sign should be considered for the intersecting street. 

4. If traffic volumes exceed 1,000 vehicles per day on each of the intersecting streets, stop signs should 
be considered. 

5. Residential stop signs shall not be installed in an attempt to control speed. 
6. Residential stop signs shall not be installed in an attempt to control volume. 
 
Applicable multi‐directional stop control warrant: 
 

Minimum volumes 
a. The vehicular volume entering the intersection from the major street approaches 300 

vehicles per day for eight total hours of an average day; and 
b. The combined vehicular, pedestrian and bicycle volume entering the intersection on the 

minor street approaches averages at least 200 units per hour for the same eight hours, 
with an average delay to minor‐street vehicular traffic of at least 30 seconds per vehicle 
during the highest hour. 

Consideration should also be given to controlling turns, pedestrian conflicts, and sight‐
distances for stopped vehicles.

I. INTRODUCTION 

The perception of speeding on local streets is probably the most 
persistent problem facing residents and traffic officials, alike. 
Although local or residential streets carry the lowest traffic vol- 
umes and suffer the fewest traffic crashes, they are the single 
largest consumer of a traffic engineer’s time and energy. Resi- 
dents observe vehicles being driven at speeds they perceive are 
too fast and conclude that the speeds would decrease if stop 
signs were installed. Speeds considered excessive by residents 
are considered reasonable by these same persons when they are 
driving in another neighborhood. Every traffic engineer has been 
shaken by these same residents who announce “if something is 
not done about the traffic problem on my street, someone is going 
to be killed and it will be your fault.” This is usually followed by a 
demand for various traffic control measures and often backed up 
with petitions from residents. Traffic officials then must focus 
their attention on responding to these pressures, often diverting 
resources that could be dedicated to solving major capacity and 
traffic crash problems on other streets. 

Residents’ complaints are usually accompanied by a proposed 
solution to the speeding problem...stop signs. Traffic officials 
respond that stop signs installed to control speeding: (a) don’t 
work, (b) are frequently violated, (c) are detrimental to safety, 
(d) are not warranted in the Manual* and, (e) actually increase 
speeds between stop signs. When residents are told that stop 
signs are not the answer to the speeding problem, they feel they 
must fight city hall to get them installed. A confrontational 
relationship is established between residents and traffic officials 
and the stop sign becomes a “trophy” which is awarded to the 
winner of the confrontation. Solving the speeding problem be- 
comes secondary to winning the “trophy”. The end results of this 
process are: (1) unhappy citizens, (2) continued complaints and 
requests for more stop signs, (3) increased political pressure and, 
(4) often, approval of stop sign installations to bring the contro- 
versy, temporarily, to an end. However, experience shows the 

* The “Manual” refers to the Michigan Manual of Uniform Traffic Control 
Devices (MMUTCD that specifically states that stop signs should not be 
used for speed control). 
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speeding problem is usually not solved. Before and after studies 
show that stop signs usually increase mid-block speeds and 
create violators of the stop controls. 

This booklet introduces traffic engineers, law enforcement offi- 
cers, elected officials and community leaders to the concept of 
traffic calming which may help alleviate speeding in residential 
areas. Traffic calming is the combination of physical controls and 
community support to reduce the negative effects of motor 
vehicle use, alter driver behavior and improve conditions for 
non-motorized users. Some objectives of traffic calming include: 
reducing speeds for motor vehicles, reducing crash frequency 
and severity, increasing safety, reducing the need for police 
enforcement, and reducing cut-through motor vehicle traffic. 

Traffic calming measures are typically installed as part of an area 
wide traffic management scheme rather than on a single street to 
avoid shifting the problem from one street to another. A success- 
ful traffic calming program must include enforcement, education, 
engineering and community involvement. Community support 
and participation is an integral part of a successful traffic calming 
program. This booklet will give guidance on how to set up a 
successful traffic calming program in your community. 

This booklet provides alternatives that may help decrease speeds 
on residential streets. It discusses the advantages and disadvan- 
tages of each alternative. It points out that there is no single, 
simple solution to all speeding problems that satisfies residents, is 
effective, and meets good engineering practices and standards. 
It also stresses that there may not be a tool to reduce speeds. 
Regardless of the approach used, there are certain criteria that 
should be followed: 

l All devices must meet Michigan Manual of Uniform Traffic 
Control DeviGes requirements. 

l The integrity of streets classified as Major under the provi- 
sions of Public Act 51 must be preserved. 

l Permanent traffic control devices should be used to the mini- 
mum extent required to achieve the objectives. 
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V. ENGINEERING 

When the education and enforcement campaigns prove to be 
ineffective, the location qualifies for further analysis to determine 
what traffic engineering measure, if any at all, should be installed 
to effectively reduce speeds. In certain situations, vehicle speeds 
can only be effectively reduced by physical diversion of the traffic 
on the travelway. The application of traffic control devices, such 
as signs, alone normally are not effective in reducing vehicle 
speeds through residential neighborhoods. However, when used 
in conjunction with traffic calming devices, the proper use of 
traffic control signs can be an effective traffic management tool. 

A. TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES 

1. Stop Signs 

The basic purpose of stop signs is to 
assign right-of-way to vehicles at inter- 
sections. There are Stop Sign Warrants 
outlined in the MMUTCD which must be 
satisfied before a stop sign can be in- 
stalled. Stop signs are requested by 
residents more than any other traffic 
control device for the reduction of vehi- 
cle speeds and traffic volumes. Unfor- 
tunately, studies have shown that stop 
signs are largely ineffective in meeting th 
speed control. 

e 

a. Two-Wav Stoo 

This is used to assign right-of-way to traffic on one of two 
intersecting streets by requiring traffic on one street to come to a 
complete stop. It is suitable where: 

0 one street is a major street; 
. sight distances approaching the intersection are substandard, 

and traffic approaching under the general rules for uncon- 
trolled intersections would run a strong risk of being involved 
in collisions; 
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. there is a history of a crash pattern that could be corrected by 
right-of-way controls, yet conditions do not require traffic on 
both streets to stop. 

b. Four-Wav Stop 

This type of intersection control is intended primarily where two 
collector or major streets intersect and do not warrant a traffic 
signal. Its purpose is to assign right-of-way to traffic on both 
intersecting streets by requiring all approaching vehicles to come 
to a complete stop. 

c. Effect on Traffic Volumes 

When local streets offer significant savings in time over con- 
gested parallel major and collector routes, or allow avoidance of 
congestion points, traffic control devices, including stop signs, will 
do little to reduce traffic volumes. However, when the local 
streets offer only a slight savings in travel time over other routes, 
the time lost at stop signs may be enough to keep traffic off of 
local residential streets. 

Stop signs may be installed at uncontrolled intersections in 
residential neighborhoods with a street network arranged in a grid 
pattern. Traffic would be stopped on every other block throughout 
the entire residential neighborhood. With no continuous “through” 
streets in the neighborhood, an even distribution of traffic would 
be encouraged. 

d. Effect on Traffic Speed 

Numerous studies have shown that stop signs are relatively 
ineffective as a speed control measure, except within 150 feet of 
the intersection. At the point of installation, speeds are reduced, 
but the effect on traffic approaching or leaving the stop-controlled 
intersection is negligible. In fact, some motorists actually in- 
crease their speed to make up for the “inconvenience” of stopping 
or disregard the stop signs. Studies show that more than 50% do 
not stop. 
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A study conducted in Boulder, Colorado, demonstrated that the 
85th percentile speed and mean speeds on 25 mph and 35 mph 
roads were greater in areas that were controlled by stop signs. 

Studies in various California cities showed a slight increase, or no 
change, in vehicle speeds after the installation of stop signs. 

While the request for stop sign installation leads all resident 
requests for speed control measures, it must be emphasized that 
studies have proven there is little or no effect on vehicle speeds 
in residential road networks after installation. 

e. Warrants/Compliance 

Warrants for stop sign installations are included in the Michigan 
Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MMUTCD). These 
warrants relate to right-of-way assignment and respond to site 
safety consideration. 

A stop sign observance study of unwarranted four-way stops in 
Troy, Michigan, found that the percentage of “no” or “roll” stops to 
be significant after installation of unwarranted stop signs, while 
there was no significant change in 85th percentile speeds. 

Many studies have been conducted to determine the degree to 
which stop signs are obeyed. When not required to stop by cross 
street traffic, only 5 to 20 percent of all drivers come to a 
complete stop; 40 to 60 percent will come to a “rolling” stop 
below 5 MPH, and 20 to 40 percent will pass through at higher 
speeds. High-volume, four way stop-controlled intersections 
have demonstrated the highest compliance levels, while three- 
way stop controlled intersections have shown the lowest. 

In Star City, West Virginia, before and after studies showed an 
increase in “no-stops” from 14.1% to 25.1% when two-way stop 
intersections were converted every summer to four-way stops for 
pedestrian safety. Mean Speed was not significantly affected by 
the presence of the four-way stops. The recommendation of this 
particular study was to end the practice of using four-way stops 
for speed control. 
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Studies have shown that when a driver does not believe that a 
stop sign appropriately reflects the actual traffic conditions, the 
driver often disregards it. The use of unwarranted stop signs not 
only decreases the compliance levels of motorists, but has the 
unintended effect of decreasing compliance at intersections 
where stop signs have been installed for warranted operation and 
collision reduction. 

f. Effect on Traffic Safety 

While no study has proven the effectiveness of stop signs as 
traffic safety measures, general engineering belief is that the 
unwarranted use of stop signs increases the safety hazard at the 
intersection. This is shown in the studies of the compliance rates 
at stop-controlled intersections. In addition, motorists disregard 
for unwarranted stop signs presents a significant hazard to cross- 
ing pedestrians. 

Effects of unwarranted stop signs on driver behavior and safety at 
stop signs throughout a community are difficult to substantiate. 
Evidence to date on the safety effects of individual stop signs 
placed for volume and speed reduction purposes is mixed. At 
some intersections where a degradation in safety was measured, 
placement of the signs in poor visibility positions and lack of 
supplementary markings may account for the crash experience. 
Cases where safety experience was reportedly improved may 
include instances where traditional warrants for stop sign installa- 
tion were actually met, or were close to being met. 

g. Environmental Effects 

Stop signs affect the environment around the intersection, and 
the use of unwarranted stops signs could unnecessarily add to 
this problem. Stopping and idling at intersections increases the 
amount of automobile exhaust in the area. In addition, tire noise 
and engine noise increase with the braking and acceleration 
associated with stop signs. Automobile fuel consumption is 
increased with the stopping, accelerating, and idling of vehicles at 
stop-controlled intersections. 
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h. Community Reaction 

Residents often see stop signs as a solution to “near miss”, as 
well as actual crashes. They are also viewed as being effective 
at controlling vehicle speeds. Suggestions that unwarranted stop 
signs have very poor compliance and that they might be detri- 
mental to safety are generally discounted by residents. Residents 
also dismiss concerns over a community’s exposure to tort 
liability for unwarranted use of traffic control devices. By disre- 
garding the warrants presented in the MMUTCD, this presents 
potential liability concerns for the responsible jurisdiction. If a 
stop sign installation could be considered irresponsible or in clear 
contradiction to accepted standards, liability suits could result. 

Objections to stop signs come mainly from residents at the 
intersections who are subjected to additional noise and pollution 
which come from decelerating and accelerating vehicles, and 
from motorists who think they are being stopped needlessly. 

It should be the goal of the traffic engineer and local policy 
makers to explain to the public why unwarranted stop signs are 
ineffective at controlling vehicle speeds. Special attention should 
be given to explaining the adverse effects on the environment, 
motorist safety, and pedestrian safety. 

A community’s policy of installing 4-way stops at school crossings 
should be reviewed in light of the above items. Stops at these 
locations are only useful about 2% of the time. Therefore, 98% of 
the time, they can be serious traffic safety hazards.

WHY CAN'T WE HAVE STOP SIGNS TO REDUCE SPEEDING 
ALONG MY STREET? 

 
 
One of the complaints that people have in residential areas is that vehicles constantly speed by the 
front of their house. They are concerned about the safety of their children. These residents 
frequently request the erection of additional stop signs. The addition of a stop sign, however, 
usually does not solve the problem. 
 
WHY DON’T WE JUST INSTALL ANOTHER STOP SIGN? 
 
A stop sign is an inconvenience to motorists. Because of this, stop signs should only be placed if 
they meet a Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) warrant. Stop signs are 
frequently violated if unwarranted. Before warrants are even considered, however, less restrictive 
measures (such as a yield sign) are usually considered. In certain cases, the use of less restrictive 
measure or no control at all will accommodate traffic demands safely and effectively. 
 
WARRANTS FOR A STOP SIGN 
 
Because a stop sign is an inconvenience to through traffic, it should be used only where needed. 
A stop sign may be warranted at an intersection where one or more of the following conditions 
exist: 
 

• intersection of a less important road with a main road where application of the regular 
right-of-way rule is hazardous; 

• street entering a through highway or street; 
• unsignalized intersection in a signalized area;  
• other intersections where a combination of high speed, restricted view, and serious 

accident record indicates a need for control by the stop sign. 
 
A yield sign can also be considered where a full stop is not necessary. Existing sign installations 
should be reviewed to determine whether the use of a less restrictive control or no control at all 
could accommodate the existing and projected traffic flow safely and more effectively. 
 
WHERE SHOULD A STOP SIGN BE INSTALLED? 
 
Stop signs should be installed/located where the vehicles are to stop or as near to that point as 
possible. The sign may also be supplemented with a stop line and/or the word STOP on the 
pavement. A yield sign is erected in the same manner. Where there is a marked crosswalk, the 
stop or yield sign should be erected approximately four feet in advance of the crosswalk line. 
 
When only one stop or yield sign is used on an intersection approach it should be on the right side 
of the roadway. At wide intersections, however, violations of the yield or stop sign may be 
reduced by the erection of an additional sign on the left side of the approach. If two lanes of 
traffic exist on an approach, at least one stop sign should be visible to each lane of traffic. 
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CAN STOP SIGNS CONTROL SPEED? 
 
Many studies have shown that stop signs are not an effective measure for controlling or reducing 
midblock speeds. In fact, the overuse of stop signs may cause drivers to carelessly stop at the stop 
signs that are installed. In stop sign observance studies approximately half of all motorists came 
to a rolling stop and 25 percent did not stop at all. Stop signs can give pedestrians a false sense of 
safety if it is assumed that all vehicles will come to a complete stop at the proper location. A 
study conducted by Beaubien also showed that placing stop signs along a street may actually 
increase the peak speed of vehicles, because motorists tend to increase their speed between stop 
signs to regain the time spent at the stop signs.  
 
WHAT CAN WE DO INSTEAD OF INSTALLING A NEW STOP SIGN? 
 
There are many alternatives to stop signs. For example, a concept called traffic calming, the 
combination of physical controls and community support, might be a good alternative for some 
communities. Calming measures can be installed as part of an areawide traffic management plan 
or on a single street and involve local law enforcement, emergency and maintenance officials, 
engineers, and the community. 
 
Some communities also start interneighborhood programs to address the problem of the speeding 
and safety in their neighborhood areas. Often times, the true problem stems mostly from drivers 
that live in the neighborhood. By simply raising awareness of the issue, drivers in the 
neighborhood may adjust their driving and decrease their speeds. 
 
Unfortunately, there is no general solution to the problem of speeding traffic. There will always 
be drivers that speed through residential areas. It is important for residents in a neighborhood to 
be aware of this issue.

Can we have stop signs placed at intersections in our neighborhood to 
reduce speeding? 

 
 
We get many complaints from people in residential areas about cars speeding in their 
neighborhoods. They often ask us to install more stop signs. This concern is very understandable. 
Unfortunately, adding stop signs may not be the best solution. In fact, you may be surprised to 
learn, adding stop signs can sometimes make the problem worse. Here is why: 
 
Stop signs don’t always slow traffic 
Strange as it may seem, installing stop signs may not result in reduced traffic speeds. Studies have 
shown that stop signs are not effective at controlling drivers’ speeds between intersections. In 
fact, motorists sometimes drive even faster between stop signs to make up for time “lost” while 
stopped—actually increasing peak speeds and potentially making neighborhoods more dangerous. 
 
Installing stop signs can do more harm than good 
Too many stop signs may also actually discourage good driving habits. Studies have shown that if 
stop signs are overused or are located where they don’t seem to be necessary, some drivers 
become careless about stopping at them. This can be especially dangerous for pedestrians and 
bicyclists who may have a false sense of safety from the existence of a stop sign. 
 
Other solutions 
Fortunately, there are other ways to encourage traffic to slow down. Sometimes even a simple 
neighborhood awareness program can be effective.

I. Call To Order 
Chair Bass called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. 
 
II. Roll Call 
Answering roll call were members Bass, Ding, Iyer, Janovy, LaForce, Loeffelholz, Nelson, Olson, Ruehl, and 
Spanhake. Absent at roll call was member Boettge. 

III. Approval Of Meeting Agenda 
Motion was made by member Nelson and seconded by member Spanhake approving the meeting 
agenda. All voted aye. Motion carried 
 
IV. Approval Of Meeting Minutes 
Motion was made by member Nelson and seconded by member Janovy approving the Sept. 17 
minutes. All voted aye. Motion carried. 
 
V. Special Recognitions and Presentations  
V.A. Metro Transit Green Line LRT Extension Presentation 
Mr. Dan Phieffer, assistant manager, public involvement, Metro Transit, shared that the Southwest 
LRT which is expected to begin operating in 2020, is an extension of the Green Line. The 14.5 mile 
line will have 15 stations with the Eden Prairie Town Center Station deferred due to cost. The 
closest station to Edina will be the Opus Station at Bren Road, west of TH-169. Stations will have 
park and ride and bus connections. A sector study will be done in 2018 to identify bus connection 
needs and Mr. Phieffer recommended that the ETC participate because this will directly impact 
Edina. He also recommended that the ETC contacted Hennepin County who is responsible for 
developing pedestrian and bike access at each station. Also in attendance with Mr. Phieffer was 
Mr. Nkongo Cigolo; Mr. Cigolo is the contact for Edina, Hopkins and St. Louis Park. 
 
VI. Community Comment – None. 
 
VII. Reports/Recommendations 
VII.A.  2016 Neighborhood Reconstruction Project Draft Engineering Studies 
City engineer Chad Millner presented the following draft engineering studies:  
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Morningside A & Whites Oaks C 
Total roadway to be reconstructed is 1.0 mile, plus utility improvements. Mr. Millner said staff was 
surprised to learn from area residents that their biggest concerns were traffic issues and not 
wetland related. Because of this, staff is proposing several Living Streets traffic calming measures 
on specific streets, for example, a section of Sunnyside Road will be narrowed and bump-outs 
added; the intersections of Grimes Avenue and Curve Avenue at Sunnyside Road will be realigned 
and narrowed, and a marked crosswalk added at Grimes Avenue; bump-outs will be added on 
Grimes and Curve Avenues on certain sections; additionally, there are varied street widths and 
some will be narrowed or widened slightly. Mr. Millner said the proposed changes for Sunnyside 
Road are specifically meant to calm traffic and shift it to W. 44th Street which is the state aid road 
designed to carry the traffic that is currently on Sunnyside Road. 
 
Mr. Millner asked specifically for feedback regarding an access “road” off of Townes Circle. He 
explained that it is a private road with four properties that is being maintained by the City. It also 
has a utility easement that is signed by three of the property owners. Staff is proposing to 
upgrade the watermain, adding a fire hydrant and allow the property owners decide if the road 
remains private (City would stop maintenance) or turn it over to the City.  
 
The ETC’s feedback included the following: 

 Concerned about diverting traffic from one street to another; 
 Understands the need to control speeding but narrowing to 20 ft. and 21 ft. seemed very 

narrow; (Mr. Millner said the turning movement software shows that fire trucks and school 
buses will be able to navigate through but other vehicles at the intersection will need to 
allow them to get thru first; the design is for smaller vehicles); 

 Impacts will be to three neighborhoods with over 800 households, and two cities, and 
proposals made based on feedback from fewer than 100 households; 

 Solving a speeding problem that doesn’t exist because the 85th percentile speed on 
Sunnyside Road is 30.3 mph for a 30 mph road; volume seems to be the issue – has 
volume increased? (Mr. Millner did not know if volume increased); implementation should 
be based on threshold; 

 Threshold and engineering judgment are important; 
 Use the ‘donut’ concept to see how the broader community will be impacted. 
 Agreed with staff regarding Townes Circle access “road.” 

 
Also present with Mr. Millner were Mr. Andrew Scipioni, engineering technician and Mr. Toby 
Muse, from Short Elliott Hendrickson, the consultant working on this project. 
 
Golf Terrace B and Strachauer Park A  
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Mr. Millner said both neighborhoods are similar – one is 2.7 miles, the other is 2.0 miles. 
Improvements will include utilities, new curb and gutter, sidewalks, one-sided parking only and 
intersection realignment in Strachauer Park. 
 
Mr. Millner answered questions related to residents’ feedback on one-sided parking (Strachauer 
residents are in favor and only few have commented from Golf Terrace); which side of street to 
place sidewalk (follow existing pattern or look for side with least impacts). 
 
VII.B. Traffic Safety Report of October 7, 2015 
A.1. Planner Nolan explained that the distracted driver study was the traffic safety coordinator 
observing and documenting what drivers were doing. Chair Bass requested that this information 
be added to the appendix in the future. Regarding the vegetation, Planner Nolan said it is not an 
issue for drivers but could be for pedestrians so staff will evaluate further. He said based on 
feedback from other roundabouts in the cities of Minneapolis and Richfield, staff did not plan to 
move the crosswalk.  
 
A.2. This section will be revised to clarify that adding a centerline was the recommendation. 
 
B.1. Planner Nolan stated he was not aware of warrants for stop sign removal. Two improvement 
suggestions were made: 1) consider moving stop sign to the other side of the street – difficult to 
see because of tree; 2) good location for a traffic calming circle. 
 
C.1. It was noted that this was an example of why observational data is important because 
pedestrians will cross wherever it is most convenient for them. Planner Nolan clarified that the 
Grandview Study will begin immediately and some implementations will be short term and others 
long term.  
 
C.2. Planner Nolan said staff was reviewing a school speed zone study that was done previously. 
Change ‘Antrim’ to ‘St. Patrick’s.’ 
 
D.5. Change ‘state statute’ to ‘city code.’ 
 
Motion was made by member Janovy and seconded by member LaForce to forward the 
amended Oct. 7, 2015, TSC report to the City Council. All voted aye. Motion carried. 
 
VII.C. Results of 2015 Open Streets on 50th Event 
Planner Nolan said the event was very successful with approximately 9,000 attendees. He said 
there were lessons learned that they will improve upon for next year’s event. 
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VIII. Correspondence And Petitions 
VIII.A. Board and Commission Communication with City Council 
Regarding the memo from Manager Neal clarifying purpose and expectation of advisory boards 
and communication submitting an Advisory Communication to City Council, the consensus was 
that the ETC started this process to communicate their opinions when they differed from staff and 
it is a useful tool for them to share their feedback with Council. If it is linked to their work plan and 
the minutes insufficiently reflect their feedback, they should be able to include an advisory 
communication with staff’s report clearly stating their view. Furthermore, the ETC does not use 
advisory communication to communicate new initiatives; it is generally work plan related, and, 
communicating at an annual meeting with Council is not enough. 
 
IX. Chair and Member Comments 
IX.A. Discussion: Review and Recommend Modifications to Traffic Safety Request Process 
After discussion, chair Bass motioned to form a committee to review the Traffic Safety 
Committee process and their responsibility will be to evaluate and recommend 
improvement to the process that align with multimodal and Living Streets policy. 
Committee members are Bass, Janovy and Loeffelholz and they will submit their 
recommendation in November. The motion was seconded by member Loeffelholz.  
All voted aye. Motion carried. 
IX.B Guiding Principles for Transportation Studies 
Chair Bass said the City Council had positive feedback for the ETC’s work plan and they asked that 
the ETC include Guiding Principles for Transportation Studies into the work plan which will be tied 
in with information requested from developers.  
 
Chair Bass said she will be attending the City’s first annual all-chair meeting on Oct. 26. 
 
Chair Bass said that MNDOT is updating two of their transportation plans and is seeking feedback 
from the public on Nov. 6; she suggested having someone from the ETC attend. 
 
Member Nelson said the City of Bloomington recently publicly stated their opposition to 
improving the bridge that would result in more freight train traffic on the Dan Patch rail line and 
asked if staff could report on this next month. Planner Nolan said he’s aware of a study the City of 
Savage is doing to evaluate improving a swing bridge that would allow TH-100 to continue 
through Bloomington and into Savage and Bloomington has stated their opposition because this 
would run through residential neighborhoods. Chair Bass suggested waiting for the conclusion of 
the study to see if there is any connection to the Dan Patch rail line. 
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Member Spanhake invited commissioners to a workshop on Nov. 9, titled ‘Man vs Machine or 
Man Plus Machine,’ and informed them of a survey that MNDOT is conducting seeking feedback 
on what makes your community walkable and features  to improve walking experience for 
developing their statewide pedestrian system plan.  
 
Member Janovy reminded residents not to blow their leaves into the streets.  
 
X. Staff Comments 

 The 2015 projects are either complete or, are nearing completion; the W. 54th Street bridge 
will open in 2-3 weeks. 

 The Grandview Transportation Study was approved by City Council on Oct. 20; the 
consulting company will present to the ETC in November.  

 Preparation work is underway for the sidewalk on Oaklawn Avenue at W. 72nd Street to the 
cul-de-sac – staff is reaching out to four property owners for an easement and will be 
applying for grant funding. 

 City of Eden Prairie has a circulator that is doing very well and staff met recently with the 
operator and invited them to give a presentation to the ETC in November or December.   

 In 2015, 2 miles of sidewalk were added to public works’ snow plowing responsibility; 2 
miles will be added in 2016 and 1.25 miles in 2017.
