HARP OR GUINNESS? 
CAN’T DECIDE? MIX UP A ‘BLACK 
AND TAN’ 

Gently pour half of a bottle of a Harp's Lager into 
a tall glass. Place a large tablespoon, dome side 
up and pointing down, an inch or so above the 
lager beer. Slowly pour half of a Guinness Stout 
over the tablespoon, so it gently pours down the 
side of the glass in a thick trickle. Allow to stand 
a few seconds until two layers of beer form.  

WHAT IS IRISH WHISKEY? 

Derived from a Gaelic term meaning "water of life," 
all true Irish Whiskey must be distilled on the island 
of Ireland and aged at least three years in wooden 
casks. Known for its signature smoothness and 
sweetness, Irish Whiskey differs from Scotch in two 
areas: Irish Whiskey is usually distilled three times, 
and the barley is rarely dried over burning peat. 
Most Scotch is distilled twice and the malt is often 
peated, giving it a smoky flavor. Although there are 
certainly exceptions to these rules, Irish Whiskey 
fans often say it has a unique flavor profile and is 
exceptionally easy to drink.

SHAMROCK COCKTAIL

Ingredients: 
1 1/2 oz. Irish whiskey (We recommend 
2 Gingers Irish Whiskey, 750 mL, 
Reg. Price $19.99, Sale $14.95) 
1/2 oz. dry vermouth 
1 tsp. green creme de menthe  
1 olive

Stir first three ingredients with ice 
and strain into a cocktail glass. Add 
the olive and serve.
